
==== MELINZERG OUTPOST GAMMA ====
Dimensional Transfer & Colonial Science Log

Location: Melinzerg Basin
Origin Authority: Beren Gulls Interdimensional Evacuation Initiative

Log Entry 01 — April 3, 1985
Transfer Dish Gamma brought online at 0400 local. Atmospheric scans 
of Melinzerg stable  oxygen-rich, heavy spore density, megaflora :
consistent with late Triassic analog. Native megafauna audible but 
distant.

First transfer window to Beren Gulls successful. Twelve evacuees 
arrived with minimal transit nausea. Dark Matter reactor stable at 
62% output. No dimensional shear anomalies recorded.

Morale high. We have proof that relocation is viable.

Log Entry 02 — April 18, 1985
Seventh transfer completed. Total evacuees  113.:
Minor interference detected during today s window—background ’
radiation spikes in the Dark Matter containment torus. Dr. balICK 
suggests Earth-side atmospheric ionization may be interfering with 
harmonic lock.

Jungle perimeter secured. Motion sensors triggered twice last night—
small bipedal reptilian forms observed at treeline. Approximately 1.7 
meters tall. Retreated when spotlights engaged.

Transfer program proceeding as planned.

Log Entry 03 — May 2, 1985
Transfer Event 14 experienced catastrophic dish feedback at 0932. 
Visual record shows phase aperture destabilization mid-
materialization. Three evacuees arrived safely  fourth suffered ;
partial phasing trauma—fatal.

Transfer Dish Gamma emitter array burned out from overload. Dark 
Matter flow spiked beyond redline for 4.2 seconds. Automatic 
dampeners prevented core breach.

Earth-side signal integrity degrading. Harmonic lock required 38% 
more power than baseline.



Replacement dish components scheduled for fabrication. Estimated 
downtime  9 days.:
Perimeter patrol reports increased sightings of the bipedal saurians. 
Evidence of tool use observed—cut vine bindings near supply crates.

Log Entry 04 — May 21, 1985
Replacement Transfer Dish installed.

First test connection post-repair required near-maximum reactor 
output. Signal latency from Earth now 3.4 seconds longer than April 
readings. Visual feed from Beren Gulls unstable—sky discoloration 
noted. Electrical storms constant.

Successful transfer of 9 evacuees, though two arrived with radiation 
burns not consistent with our transit process. Likely Earth exposure.

Last night  confirmed raid by indigenous Saurans.  Six individuals : “ ”
breached outer fence. They carried sharpened bone spears and a 
salvaged floodlight battery—taken from our waste pile weeks ago. 
One guard injured before they retreated.

They are learning.

Log Entry 05 — June 9, 1985
Transfers increasingly difficult. Dark Matter containment field 
oscillates unpredictably during aperture formation. Dr. balICK warns 
the Dark Matter harvested on Earth may be entering a metastable 
decay state.

Today s window flickered through three non-target spatial signatures’  
before locking onto Beren Gulls. Brief visual contact with unknown 
stellar fields.

Evacuee count now 302.

Sauran activity escalating. They struck Storage Module B and removed 
packaged rations and two pulse carbines. Tool sophistication 
increasing. Observed coordinated flanking behavior.

We are fortifying.

Log Entry 06 — June 28, 1985
Earth communications fragmentary. Beren Gulls skyline partially 
obscured by atmospheric particulate—dark violet cloud formations. 
Seismic distortions visible on remote feed. Dimensional noise 
overwhelming standard filters.

Transfer 31 nearly failed—aperture ring formed asymmetrically. 
Containment torus temperature at 91% threshold.



Two evacuees report seeing red lightning  in Earth s sky before “ ” ’
departure.

Saurans attacked during the transfer window, possibly drawn by 
energy surge. They attempted to breach the reactor annex. Repelled 
with non-lethal charges, though one Sauran escaped carrying a 
damaged pulse carbine.

We can no longer treat them as wildlife.

Log Entry 07 — July 12, 1985
Critical incident.

Attempted transfer window at 1107. Harmonic signature matched Earth 
coordinates but drifted violently during lock. Aperture opened onto 
non-Earth spatial field.

Visual feed  crimson particulate void. No stars. No planetary bodies. :
Geometric shadows moving within red luminescence.

Unidentified structures pressed against aperture boundary from the 
opposite side.

Containment alarms triggered immediately. Dark Matter flow surged 
without input. Reactor core entered spontaneous resonance, as if 
responding to an external signal.

We severed the link at 3.8 seconds.

Two technicians suffered neural hemorrhaging from exposure to red-
spectrum radiation bleed.

Dr. balICK has designated the phenomenon “Red Space.”
Further attempts to force harmonic correction risk anchoring that 
dimension to Melinzerg.

Earth signal now undetectable.

Log Entry 08 — July 20, 1985
Final council decision  Transfer operations terminated indefinitely.:
Dark Matter reactor exhibits residual resonance matching Red Space 
frequency bands. Even inactive, the core hums at sub-audible levels.

We will not attempt another connection. A stable aperture to Red 
Space would mean incursion. Given the pressure observed against the 
boundary membrane, we estimate a full breach would result in total 
facility loss within minutes.

Shutdown procedures executed:
•Transfer Dish Gamma disassembled and emitter crystal 
shattered to prevent reassembly.



•Dark Matter containment core reduced to cold state and sealed 
within boron-carbide sarcophagus.

•Metasaur Sentry Unit activated at primary dish platform. 
Autonomous targeting calibrated for extra-dimensional energy 
signatures and hostile megafauna.

•Blast doors sealed across all sublevel corridors.

•Outer perimeter electrified continuously.

Sauran scouts observed at treeline during shutdown. They watched in 
silence.

Evacuee total stands at 347 souls. No further arrivals expected.

Melinzerg is now humanity s only confirmed refuge.’
If Earth still exists, it is beyond our reach.

Per orders from Command Center, this Log and status is to be sealed 
and redacted on site.

No further orders or explanation given.
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
